RESUME OF 1957

Miramar can look back on the season of 1957 with a
feeling of satisfaction in acquiring “the mostest of
snowfun for the leastest of expense” despite a hungry
season snowwise. Much of this was due to a zealous
and hardworking staff.

We had 41 days of skiing and our trips were attended
by a composite total of 745 members and their guests.
Miramar’s instruction program was underway long
before the first snowfall with clinic sessions devoted
to a review of our syllabus and bringing it up to date.
During this period our breakdown of classes was de-
vised and it was decided that the main direction was
to be towards coordinating the instructional program
with the uniform proficiency tests. We also began work
in developing interest in slalom.

Our staff, rotated according to plan, gave up a total of
144V hours to regularly organized instruction. This
does not include the time given by the staff to uniform
testing or conducting of slaloms.

High achievement of the season was the examining of
59 in four sets of proficiency tests. 22 passed the basic
and 7 passed the standard test. Our club has now be-
gun to develop skiers who look pretty good, indicating
that the time has come for the developing of a mod-
erate competitive program both within the club and
interclub.

The staff has done excellently in administering the
instruction and test programs in addition to the ever
existing chores of the trip. On some weekends they
have been way overworked indicating the need for
new staffers. We cannot overemphasize, that to con-
tinue the high standards we have set, candidates must
have a real inclination to serve, a love for teaching,
and ability. Since we ran examinations for certifying
our instructors two years in a row — 1955 & 1956, this
season was devoted to bringing forth and training
new people for our staff ranks. This year we have
selected 5 of our more promising skiers to be trained
for next season with the goal of adding to our list of
certified instructors.

All of the areas we have skied this year — with the
exception of Mt. Snow and Bromley — have been very
cooperative with our staff in permitting and providing
areas for club instruction. Stowe, Speculator and Sun-
apee have been especially considerate in this respect
and therefore remain our favorite areas. The areas in
Southern and Central Vermont object to club instruec-
tion being given on their hills.

There is great need for enlightening these areas on
the important role played by Club certified amateur
instructors in supplementing the work of professional
ski schools. This is pointed up by the fact that during
this season we purchased over 90 lesson tickets in the
Stowe Ski School for our members. — We have sent
letters to the ski areas, Chambers of Commerce and
other interested parties in ski country relative to this
problem, and we will be heard from in the Ski Council
and at the Eastern Convention.
